Royal Commission On Agriculturein 1914; President of
Scottish Chamber of Agriculture; Chairman of Scottish Council
of Agriculture fromitsinceptionin 1917; A leading Shetland
Pony breeder, and exhibitor; exhibitor of 1904 Highland Show
Champion Ayrshire.
